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Andy Rooney once said, “I didn’t mind 
getting old, it just happened.  If you’re 
lucky, it could happen to you.”  
I feel that way – that suddenly I realize 
that I’m old.  But looking back, it’s been 
piling up over a lot years.
I grew up before there was fluoride in 
the water.  And I wasn’t the best about 
brushing my teeth as a kid.  I didn’t 
believe it when my folks told me that my 
teeth would fall out if I didn’t brush ‘em.  
I was wrong.
In my early 20s, I was counting cavities 
on two hands - at one visit to the dentist.  
Eventually some of these teeth wore out.  
Over the years I found myself getting 
teeth pulled, crowns and bridges added, 
and even some implants.

Hopefully my ticker is in good 
shape – it’s just the chassis and the 
exterior trim that are wearing out.
I think it’s a safe bet I’ll need more.  More 
teeth, more ears, better eyes and more 
joints. 
But the big question is “What’s next?”
I’m checking with Vegas to see if they will 
open a betting line on that question.  
There is a saying I’ve seen on tee-shirts - 
“Baseball is Life.”  I feel like I’ve rounded 
second and I’m headed to third in an all-
out sprint.

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“Did You Know Where This Saying Came From…”

Meaning: People often use the idiom 
“quitting cold turkey” when they decide 
to abruptly stop doing something that 
is considered bad for them, such as 
smoking.
Origin: We found an older expression 
that goes ‘talking turkey’ or ‘talking cold 
turkey,’ which can mean one who speaks 
plainly, bluntly; the person gets directly 
to the point, without any nonsense. This 
sort of direct approach in speaking is 
similar to a person who quits something 

‘cold turkey,’ they do so in a direct, no-
nonsense way. So it’s possible then, 
that this phrase derives from this older 
‘talking turkey’ expression. Another 
explanation is that cold turkey is a 
dish that is quick to make, taking little 
time to prepare. This, apparently, then 
started to be used as a metaphor for 
when somebody quits doing something 
abruptly, without much preparation. This 
explanation seems odd, though, because 
there are plenty of other dishes that are 
also quick to make and that require little 
preparation, so why would cold turkey 
be the one that becomes an expression? 
Anyways, the earliest this phrase appears 
in print, in connection to stopping a 
bad habit, is said to be from The Daily 
Colonist newspaper, 1921: “Perhaps the 
most pitiful figures who have appeared 
before Dr. Carleton Simon are those who 
voluntarily surrender themselves. When 
they go before him, they [drug addicts] 
are given what is called the ‘cold turkey’ 
treatment.”

QUIT COLD TURKEY 

Meaning: If something “cut the mustard” 
that means it met a required standard; it 
filled expectations. John couldn’t “cust 
the mustard” when it came to training 
his dog Fido.
Origin: The origin of the phrase ‘cut 
the mustard’ is unclear. The earliest 
appearance of this saying in print is 
from a writer named O. Henry. He wrote 
many stories near the beginning of the 
20th century. In one of them, which is 
believed to have been written around 
the year 1909, it reads: “She cut the 
mustard.” However, according to The 
Phrase Finder, there’s an earlier example 
of this saying appearing in print. This 
example is from a newspaper called The 

Ottawa Herald, 1889: “He tried to run the 
post office business under Cleveland’s 
administration, but ‘couldn’t cut the 
mustard.’”
